Trial Ends
Two (2) trial ends shall be permitted at the
commencement of each match. 
Play Not Completed 
 If a match is not able to be completed (63
completed ends), a minimum of 54
completed ends shall constitute a
completed match. 

Point Scoring 
In each match of sectional play points shall
be awarded as follows: Side Win: 7 Points
Team Win: 1 Point Side Draw: 3.5 Points
Team Draw: 0.5 Points Side Loss: 0 Points
Team Loss: 0 Points

Post Sectional Play 
The top 2 placed sides in each section shall
play quarter-finals.

Sectional Standings
The side scoring the highest number of
points shall be declared the winner. 
If two or more sides are equal on
points, the side with the largest
difference between total shots for and
total shots against shall be the winner. 
If there is still a tie, the side with the
lowest total shots against shall be the
winner. 
If there is still a tie, the side winning
the highest number of ends over all
games in Sectional play shall be
declared the winner.
